What Card did you Play? 

By David Zapatka  

     Have you ever asked this question after winning 
a trick? Was it because one of your opponents 

turned their card face down before you turned your 

card over and you hadn‟t sufficiently processed the 

information yet?  

     Who has the right to ask for all the cards to re-
main face up until they are ready to move to the 

next trick? The answer to that question is every-

one . Everyone at the table has a right to digest the 

new information and play to the next trick when 
they are prepared.  

     Is there a proper or courteous tempo to card 

turning? Yes, there is. The player winning the previ-

ous trick has to think and decide what next to lead 

before anyone else can play. Thus this is the player 
that should first turn their card face down.  If others 

turn their cards over before this player is prepared 

to move on, the question, “What card did you play?” 

may slow the play down due to others now having to 
turn their cards face up again. Proper etiquette calls 

for us to play to the tempo of the player winning the 

trick unless you need more time to think about the 

information at hand.  

     Hopefully this tip will create one more small but 

courteous habit that will add to the enjoyment of the 

game as well to the proper tempo of the game.   

     Show love and enthusiasm for our wonderful 

game through courtesy, etiquette and respect for 

our fellow players and enjoy a lifetime of fun at the 

table.
